All hair and makeup should be completed BEFORE arriving for your call time. 
 
COSTUMES 

• Dancers are responsible for providing the appropriate under costume leotards, tights 
and shoes. All items must be in clean condition, free from runs, holes and stains. 

• Performance costumes are provided by Eugene Ballet (EBC) and will be fit at dress 
rehearsal by Eugene Ballet Company’s Wardrobe Mistress.  Costumes are the property 
of EBC.  

• Specific costume information per role will be given with dress rehearsal times at a later 
date. 

MAKEUP 
• Dancers will need general stage makeup (bolder than everyday makeup) for dress 

rehearsals & performance.  It should enhance their expressions. Neutral tones only. 
Eyes:  Soft, neutral eye shadow (no blue or green eye shadow) Black liner & mascara, 
false eyelashes are not required. 
Blush: Light mauve or medium rosy pink tones. No hot pink. 
Lips: Warm rose or raisin colors. No bright red or hot pink.
